Regular meeting of the Town Council August 20, 2013, Council Chambers, Town Hall.

1. Call to Order — In the absence of Mayor Volz, Mayor Pro Temp. Montgomery presiding, called the
meeting to order.

2. Community Reflections — Mayor Pro Temp. Montgomery announced the following community
events.

e School starts August 26, 2013

e Fire Dept. Hot Dog Sale September 14, 2013

Mayor Pro Temp called for a moment of silence.

3. Approval of minutes from closed session July 16, 2013 meeting and regular meeting of July 16, 2013 -
Council Member Thomas made a motion to approve the minutes from July 16, 2013 closed session and
the minutes from the July 16, 2013 regular session. Council Member Walls made a second to the
motion. The motion passed by unanimous vote.

4. Public Hearing to consider a rezoning request from Industrial (IND) to Civic (CIV) for the property
located at 6012 High Point Road Case #2013-2 — The Planning Director stated that the property consists
of approximately 37.29 acres and is located at the intersection of High Point Rd. and Guilford College Rd.
The most current use of the property was manufacturing. It is the former site of Daimler Chrysler bus
facility and Legacy Paddlesports.



The property is bordered to the North by the Cemetery which is zoned Civic, to the East by Alberdink
Boley which is zoned Industrial, West by GTCC which is Civic and to the South by commercial zoning.

The property is currently located in Jamestown’s adjacent growth area on the LDP Growth Strategy Map.
It is located in the Industrial portion of the Town’s Future Land Use Map. The property is currently
serviced by Jamestown sewer and Greensboro water.

The applicant is requesting a move from Industrial to Civic. The reason for the request is that GTCC
wishes to utilize this as part of their Jamestown campus, which is zoned Civic. GTCC feels that the
intended acquisition of this property and the subsequent utilization of it for the various programs
offered by GTCC is a unique opportunity and highly desirable extension of the GTCC Jamestown Campus.
They will be using the property for multiple courses and programs for which this presently unutilized,
very large building and surrounding grounds will be ideally suited.

The Planning Board met on June 10, 2013 to consider recommending this rezoning request. They did
vote unanimously to approve the rezoning request from Industrial to Civic and approval of the
amendment to the zoning map as consistent with the objectives and policies of our Land Development
Plan.

Art Wise, Vice Chair of the Planning Board spoke. Wise stated the Planning Board saw this rezoning as a
win-win for everyone involved. GTCC gets a facility which is bigger than what they had originally
planned. It is instantly available and ready to use. The taxpayers gets a much better price tag than the
original plans. The Town gets an expansion of GTCC programs which is a great part of our community.

Dr. Parker, President of GTCC, addressed the Council. He said this is a great opportunity for GTCC. GTCC
was in the process of looking for a building to house the welding and transportation programs and
automotive program. This site became available. They did a detail study and found this building would
give them approximately an additional 37 acres and 600 parking spaces for approximately $27.00 sq. ft.
The building is larger than their current Greensboro campus. The property has 24’ ceilings and could
accommodate a second floor to yield 400,000 sq. ft. This is a chance to take an industrial site which is a
Brownfield site and convert it to a new use. They plan to make it look wonderful and tie into the look of
the Jamestown Campus. They feel it is a great deal for the taxpayers of Guilford County.

Charlie Melvin, Attorney for GTCC. He stated once the property was under contract, they have worked
closely with the Town of Jamestown Planning Staff. It is a unique opportunity. The present property
owner has kept the property in very good condition. It does offer the opportunity to connect this
property with the existing campus under Guilford College Rd. They have gone through their due
diligence and they hope to close this in the next few days. He thanked the Planning Staff and the
Planning Board for their endorsement and hope that the Council will see fit to approve this request.

Mayor Pro Temp Montgomery stated this is a Public Hearing and she asked for anyone that would like to
speak in favor of this rezoning request to please come forward, give your name and address.

Tom Tervo, 2 Langholm Ct., stated intuitively this is a very appealing concept. The one thing he has not
heard addressed is traffic control. We do have some congestion in the mornings & evenings. He is in
favor of this, but hopes that traffic control is part of the plan.



Mayor Pro Temp asked if there was anyone else that wished to speak in favor of the rezoning request.
There was none.

Mayor Pro Temp Montgomery asked if there was anyone present that wished to speak in opposition to
the request to please come forward and give your name & address. There was no one.

Council Member Walls commented that this was a wonderful project. Council Member Nixon-Roney
agreed. Council Member Walls made a motion to approve the rezoning request from Industrial (IND) to
Civic (CIV) the property located at 6012 High Point Rd. and approve the amendment to the zoning map.
Council Member Nixon-Roney made a second to the motion. On a roll call vote:

Council Member Walls voted aye

Mayor Pro Temp Montgomery voted aye
Council Member Nixon-Roney voted aye
Council Member Thomas voted aye

The motion was approved by unanimous vote.
Council Member Walls submitted the following Statement of Rational Case #2013-2

The Jamestown Council approves the Planning Board’s recommendation for the rezoning request from
Industrial (IND) to Civic (CIV) to be reasonable and in public interest. The Council also approved the
amendment to the zoning map as consistent with the Town of Jamestown 2020 Land Development Plan.

5. Public Comment Period — There was no one registered to speak.

6. Friends of the Park and Jamestown Golf Association — Shanna Moore, Friends of the Park, was unable
to attend due to a family emergency.

Tom Tervo, President of the Jamestown Golf Association, addressed the Council. Tervo is serving his
second series of years as President. He has been with the JGA about 11 years. They are continually
fighting for members & participation in their events, as well as volunteers to serve on the governing
body of the association. Volunteers are a big challenge. He said in 2008 they had a total of 268
members, this year membership is down to 193 members. There are 3 levels of participation. 1. Active
JGA member 2. Seniors 3. Ladies. They have experienced a decrease in membership in all categories.
The number of active full members total to date is 128. Members are aging out and they are not getting
new younger members to join.

Tervo stated for the average or less player, the greens at Jamestown Golf Course are too frustrating.
They go to courses where the greens are relatively flat. Chuck Smith added that the new Parks
Superintendent, John Crowe, is drafting a work plan to address greens renovation at the course. In
Tervo’s opinion, the greens must be re-contoured as well.

Council Member Nixon-Roney stated one of the reasons they asked the Friends of the Park and JGA to
the Council meeting is to see if there has been any coordination between these 2 groups as to
fundraising for the Park. Funds are necessary to do greens renovation, etc.



Tervo said that no fundraising efforts have taken place. He said there is apathy. He cannot get anyone
to come to the Board and get involved. Council Member Nixon-Roney said the Town owns the Park,
Golf Course and the Jamestown Library. She has been thinking of fundraising ideas. The Townisina
vicarious position to be the organizer of a fundraiser. Council had hoped Friends of the Park and JGA
would be organizers to provide fundraising efforts on behalf of the Park and the Library.

Tervo stated he cannot think of a fundraiser that would make enough money to really help with the golf
course renovations. He said there are only 2 ways the Town can raise money; 1) raise property taxes 2)
naming rights to large organizations/companies that would donate to the Park. Also, in his opinion, the
Town donates to the YMCA with no legal obligation to do so. He said that JGA is ill equipped to reach
out to corporations. We do not have the relationships, plus we do not have the legal right to make such
an offer.

Council Member Walls asked what the function of the JGA is. Tervo said the mission of the JGA is to
promote golf at Jamestown Golf Course. Tervo said that approximately 45-50% of JGA members do not
play at their events. They pay their dues each year and that is the extent of their involvement. The
dwindling membership and apathy are serious issues.

As for competition, Holly Ridge Golf Course, Archdale, seems to be it for Jamestown. Our rates are
pretty close. They seem to have more rounds played than Jamestown.

Tervo feels the renovation of greens would really help the course. To have new Champion Bermuda
grass and recontoured greens would bring back the players we lost. In his opinion, is to prioritize. The
renovation of the Clubhouse is way down his list. The Golf Course generates the income. In his opinion
prioritize 1) Greens 2) T-Boxes and 3) sand traps.

There were no questions for Tervo.

7. Appoint Parks & Recreation Member and alternate member — Wolfe said we have an active member
that accepted a job transfer. We have two good alternates in place. Steve Owen, alternate, is very
interested in serving as an active member of the Parks & Recreation Committee. Staff recommends this
appointment.

Council Member Nixon-Roney made a motion to appoint Steve Owen as an active member on the Parks
& Recreation Committee to fill the unexpired term of Deepa Reddy through January 1, 2015. Council
Member Thomas made a second to the motion. The motion passed by unanimous vote.

This leaves an opening for an alternate on the Parks & Recreation Committee. Wolfe asked Council to
direct anyone interested in this position to her.

8. Consider approval of special event permit for Jingle Bell Run/Walk 5 K Event — Wolfe stated last year
was the first year for this event. It was very successful. The event commences at the High Point City
Lake, but the route travels through Jamestown streets via the original Forestdale subdivision. The
Arthritis Foundation is the organizer of the fundraiser. They work directly with the Guilford County
Sheriff’s Dept. for traffic safety. Basically, the request is for the Town to give permission to use Town
roads. Council Member Nixon-Roney made a motion to approve the Arthritis Foundation Jingle Bell
Run/Walk 5K to be held on November 23, 2013. Council Member Walls made a second to the motion.
The motion passed by unanimous vote.



9. Golf Course monthly activity report — Smith stated the report was in the Council packets. July was a
busy month at the course. They completed a Jamestown Park Junior Golf Championship. “First Tee of
the Triad” just completed their session. They will begin another session on August 26, 2013 which will
run through October.

Jamestown Park & Golf Course will be hosing the girls’ golf team from Ragsdale High & Southwest High.
GTCC will have classes this fall. The Fall Classic is well underway and is filling up nicely.

This year we are offering T-Marker sponsorships in partnership with the Jamestown Public Library. The
Public Library will seek advertisers for the T-signs and the Town will split the funds with the library. The
Town pays for the signs to be printed. We are still seeking a major title sponsor for the Fall Classic. Also,
looking for a title sponsor for the Spring Classic.

Weather has been good, but rainy days in July and August caused us to lose play.
Smith anticipates in the fall, working with John Crowe to diagram a plan for greens renovation.

10. Budget Amendment — Gallman presented budget amendment #1. There are 2 parts to this
amendment. The first part is to re-appropriate $65,000.00 funds for two Sheriff’s vehicles which did not
arrive before June 30, 2013. The second part of the amendment is to re-appropriate funds for library
maintenance that did not get used in the 12/13 fiscal year. We will transfer these funds to the library to
put in their reserve account, only to be used for building repairs and maintenance in the amount of
$3,874.63.

Council Member Thomas stated the Library Board met last week. As always, they have a concern of
money. The Board asked him to see if there was any leeway on the use of the monies granted to the
Library by the Town. In other words, can these funds be used for something other than building repairs
& maintenance. If not can we have a discussion about this. Library staff have not had raises. Council
Member Thomas would like to set up a meeting with the Town Manager and explore this possibility.

Council Member Thomas made a motion to accept budget amendment #1 in the amount of $68,874.63.
Council Member Nixon-Roney made a second to the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous
vote.

11. Analysis of financial position of the Town of Jamestown — Gallman presented the financial
statement for the month ending July 31, 2013. She reported that the cash balance for the Town is

approximately 7.5 million dollars. Of that approximately 2.3 million is reserved for specific usage.

This statement reflects the first month of the new fiscal year. The detail report reflects mainly normal
reoccurring expenses.

The auditors were in last week. They finished the field work. Gallman is in the process of finishing the
financial statement.

There were no question for Gallman.



12. Public Comment Period — No one registered to speak.

13. Other Business — Mayor Pro Temp Montgomery announced that the Town Council will host the
Russian local government officials on September 17, 2013 at 5:30 pm — 6:30 pm in the Civic Center. This
is an open forum and will be held in the Civic Center. The Russian delegates are visiting the U. S. and
participating in the Open Word Program through the local Rotarians. Light refreshments will be served.
Then the regular Council meeting will be held at the regular time of 6:30 pm in the Civic Center.

October 15, 2013 Senator Trudy Wade, Senator Jerry Tillman and Representative John Faircloth will be
here to hold an open Town Hall meeting for the Town Council and the Public from 5:30pm — 6:30pm in
the Civic Center. The regular October Council meeting will be held at 6:30pm in the Civic Center.

The Council agreed to both meetings.

Council Member Nixon-Roney stated regarding fundraising for the Town and the Library. She thought
about hosting an outdoor movie (once a month) and coordinate with a Food Truck festival. This could
be done at very little cost to the Town. It may not raise a lot of funds to begin with but it might bring
more people to the downtown area. Smith said he has talked with Scott Coakley, Recreation Division
Supervisor, about this. They discussed Wrenn-Miller verses the Jamestown Park — which location would
be better. It may not raise a lot of funds, but could raise awareness of the Town and bring the Town
together. Council Member Walls talked about having a putt-putt at Jamestown Golf Course. ltis a
family fun event. Council Member Thomas stated these are the type ideas he envisioned for the
“Friends of the Park” hosting.

Council Member Walls commented on the sidewalks at Vickery Chapel Rd. Smith commented, if the rain
would stop the project would soon be completed. Smith said the Oakdale sidewalk is almost complete.

Council Member Thomas made a motion to adjourn. Council Member Nixon-Roney made a second to
the motion. The motion passed by unanimous vote. The meeting ended at 7:31 pm.
